Timberton Golf Club is excited to announce Phase I of the Lakeview Golf Community. This distinctive residential home development is situated along the fairways and scenic lakes of the picturesque Timberton Golf Club. As one of the South’s finest Championship Golf Clubs, Timberton is continually recognized as one of the top courses in the State and has been consistently ranked by Golf Digest Magazine as a top ten course in Mississippi since 1992 as well as recognized by Fodor‘s in their national review as a 4 ½ star facility out of a 5 star system. 

 All home sites in Phase I (A1-A7, B1-B15, C1-C11, D1-D7) & II provide the homeowner with a spectacular view of both our Championship course and our private lakes.  Extensive detail to curbing and storm drains have been engineered into the public roads of Lakeview. Special attention has been given to the selection and location of the street lights, considering not only safety, but also minimizing light pollution.  Lakeview home sites have been selectively cleared and leveled to keep your cost of building to a minimum.   This new community features four privacy cul-de-sacs. Tatum Development’s original master plan for this community included a championship golf course with the estate phase over looking holes 10, 15-18 and the clubhouse.  The original master plan has been completed and is now the Lakeview Golf Community. 
The Lakeview Golf Community is located within the city of Hattiesburg.  All of the area’s finest services include water, sewer, rubbish removal, police and fire services. Hattiesburg boasts one of the best fire ratings, and this lowers your insurance.  The building codes required will ensure a quality home and protect your resale value. 

Our community also features 100% underground utilities:   Electric provided by Pearl River Valley Electric, natural gas provided by Willmut Gas, and tomorrow’s technology using high speed fiber optic cable from Gulf Pines.    

The setbacks are as follows:  30 foot utility easement in the front of the property; a minimum of 25’ & a maximum of 35’ in the back the property.  On the sides of each home site is a 10’ set back.   Setbacks will be pre-determined for each home site. In addition, no permanent construction is permitted within these setbacks. Home sites that boarder another road (corner home sites) require a 13 foot side set back. This applies to driveways, porches, patios, lake piers, brick courtyards and wrought iron fences, toys, and swings. These set backs will help all involved continuing our preservation of the natural transition between homes and golfers. 

The Lakeview Design Committee is restricting exterior home design to be consistent with Southern French Country theme.  That is to say the roof line may be modified to reflect a less complicated looks associated with some designs of French County architecture.   All building materials used to construct the home must conform to the Lakeview Design Committee’s approved material list. Lakeview Design retains all control of the material list, home selection and position on the home site. Current information is subject to modification and will be subject to change as needed. 

All homes, decks, pools, and other permanent features will require approval in advance of construction by the Lakeview Design Committee. Prior to approval of construction, home site owners will be required to stake out the area of the proposed home. Included in the application for construction will be: 1 set of house plans with front, side and back drawings, an informal landscape & drainage plan, a drawing of any or all decks, porches, piers, driveways or other permanent structures and the relationship of the aforementioned to setbacks.  Driveways will be washed gravel creating a nice complement to the French Country theme. 
Lifestyle in our golf community

In addition to membership access to the club and our championship golf course, all Lakeview residents will have unlimited access to their own private short game area complete with a regulation par 3 hole, USGA green & practice bunker. In addition, residents of the Lakeview Golf Community and members of Timberton Golf Club will have access to our scenic nature trail. This trail is for walking or jogging by our members. 
Commonly asked questions about Membership at Timberton

Will all the home sites require a golf membership to Timberton Golf Club? 

Yes, a membership with the golf club is required. At closing, the joining fee of $600 will be required for those who are not currently members of the golf club. The membership is comprised of two different options: 

(1) Golf member with 2008 monthly dues of $135.00 or 

(2) Recreational non-golfing member with fixed annual dues of $600.00.  These fees will provide access to the club’s property including the lakes.  This income is fixed at $600 annually and is used to upkeep the community landscaping and all green spaces. 
When are these memberships activated? 

The joining fee is processed at the closing and monthly dues will be activated within 12 months of the closing. Multiple home site owners may request an extension to the dues activation period. A membership once activated will require continued monthly dues regardless of occupancy or status of the home site. 

Will I be required as a home site owner or resident to maintain a membership at Timberton? 

Yes, all property owners & residents of the Lakeview Golf Community will be required to maintain an active membership at Timberton Golf Club. The membership can be changed from non-golfer to golfer or vice versa with some restrictions. This membership is transferable to the recipient of any future sales of the home sites or homes. 

I understand that the private cart program has been discontinued in the other phases of Timberton. Can I have a private cart in the Lakeview Golf Community? 

Yes, Timberton Golf Club has reserved 30 positions in our residential private cart program. Residents must purchase their golf cart through Timberton Golf Club, and these carts will have to match the club’s fleet in brand. Timberton will introduce a new style and color cart designed for the Lakeview Golf Community. The Yamaha DRIVE will be the official golf cart of Timberton Golf Community. 

Mail Boxes, What are the plans? 

The Lakeview Community will require a standard (to be determined) single style of mail box.  The style of box will be determined by the current land holders. 

Driveways and garage entries, what will be the requirements?

All driveways will be concrete with a washed and exposed gravel surface.  The positioning of these driveways will be incorporated into the landscaping of the home.  The Committee will have the final say on which side of the home and the entry point for the garage as it pertains to each home site. 
Will the development offer gas and electric options? 

If so what is the added cost at closing? Each home site will have a $400 utility charge collected at closing. The builder of the home will be able to receive rebates for some or all of this expense based on the appliances installed in the completed home. Those individuals who have secured a home site & have a deposit on file prior to 6/1/07 are exempt from this fee provided they are the individuals building on that site. Any resale property will be subject to the utility expense.
